For a lot of those guys, this is just a warning or a preview of how their lives can be. For the lifers and hard timers, I pray you continue to fight and find the strength to get you by. For those who think they don’t have friends and family there is always your Father and friend God! My journey is not over, but I’m a lot more prepared to do whatever it takes to get by. I wouldn’t have that if it wasn’t for some of the men I met in prison. Although it was truly a blessing to have met them, it is really sad it was under those circumstances. I truly pray I’ll see them on the streets some day. I’ve spent time in Concord, SBCC and in Gardner and I’d like to thank personally Deacon Dave and the volunteers. Dennis Smith, my new brother. My friend Pista Pete (although he won’t admit it) and P. Mallet. Rob Dondi you are my dude forever. All the dozens of guys I had a lot of laughs with, and most of all, goodbye to my father who I left behind in Gardner. I know it will be a while before we can see each other again, but I loved every minute we were able to share together. Just keep the faith and we will see each other again. How can an administration whose job is to run and protect staff and inmates corrupt be corrupt here at SBCC? Well I can only speak on what I hear and see. First I am in a south side unit which just recently changed to a residential treatment unit (thank you to a federal lawsuit). Now all of us know we inmates have rights, or we think we do. I myself am suicidal at times. Just recently I asked for a Sergeant and was told no. So I said okay how about a Lieutenant then. No I was told. A Captain? The guard walked away. For the remaining 2 hours he ignored me even when I yelled his name as he passed my cell door. The next shift at least 4 times I repeatedly called for the guards a yelled my requests for higher ups, even a medic 5 saying I felt like killing myself. Nothing just laughter. The 3rd shift guard calmed me down by talking to me. As he was a rookie and has sat eyeball with me a few times now. The next day first round I asked for medic 5 saying I was planning and prepared to do it. A guard who said he will call other inmates “my boys” kept me talking until 12:30 when I approached the desk a RTU staff member was there. I asked her if she was going to meet with me. Her response was “No, I’m not here for you.” I asked the guard f he had called medic 5? He said no but RTU is here do you want to see them? I told the CO yes and held in how about 4 ½ hours ago? I wrote up an official grievance against all 4 CO’s. Today the IGC (also a CO) told me that if I push them I will get a ticket for each CO claim, a total of 4 tickets for asking for help? Even though half of my unit heard it, I never said it.
One of the CO’s blatantly threatened me “Why are you writing lies about us in grievances? Well me and you will have to straighten this one way or another.” He than kicked my cell door. His partner, I have actually seen him tell a known cutter with an open razor who is telling him “I want help call medic 5. My life is not worth it any more.” The CO’s response, “Cut, make sure it’s deep.” He then went in the back office and put up his feet. So the cutter did cut himself. Now the CO is being investigated by an agency outside the DOC, but he’s still here. 

A guy who hung himself by jumping off the top tier where CO’s put him after Bridgewater and eyeball. On the top tier, how handy!
How about this: SBCC promised the courts to give all SBCC inmates extra rec as they double bunked SBCC. To give us one hour AM and one and a half hours in the afternoon and an hour and a half at night. What a lie; we are lucky to get one hour in the morning, one hour and twenty minutes in the afternoon and one hour at night. Their excuse; chow hall. Then why not do it earlier. After counts they wait around 45 minutes in the morning and 2 hours at night. Administration, who runs this place, the CO’s or you, do your jobs! We inmates need to make ourselves heard; not riot then they win. We need to go around them. Have your family push the State House. Tie up the business phones at SBCC with calls. Stand up and be heard. It is time to unite, don’t think they don’t stick together against us.

Letter to the President

Dear President Obama;

I have been moved by the spirit of your message and as one of the 7.2 million incarcerated in the U.S., I would like to appeal to consider some thoughts, knowing you have the wisdom and desire to affect necessary change in our criminal justice system.
In the best interest of justice, I respectfully request that you review the following controversial legal issues that exist between the “Second Chance Act” (SCA) signed by President Bush and members of Congress on May 2008, and the “Truth In Sentencing Law” that provide Federal Grants to every state who implemented that law, pursuant to 42 USCS 1373 and 1374.

Please note that Massachusetts has an overcrowded prison population as a result of the mandatory minimums for drug sentences and the truth-in-sentencing law that is financed by the federal government. An over capacity of prisoners that compromises constitutional liberal interests. 

Another element of great interest is the racial profiling and arresting and prosecuting individuals from counties that have a greater minority population.

I am hoping that you order the Justice Dept. to review this matter, for many years the Civil Rights Division of the Justice Dept. has been indifferent to this entire matter – File No. DJ 144-36-0 U.S. Dept of Justice has updating information and records that can substantiate my claims under the Civil Rights of Institutionalized Persons Act, 42 U.S.C. 1997 et seq.; The U.S. D.O.J. has authority to investigate complaints concerning conditions in public institutions.
These institutions include; prisons, jails, juvenile facilities, mental health and retardation facilities or even publicly operated nursing homes.

It is equally important that you be aware that Ma. is in violation with the International Agreement “Convention Against Torture and Other Cruel, Inhumane or Degrading Treatment or Punishment Adopted and Opened for Signature on December 10, 1984, G.A. res. 39/46 Doc A/39/51 (1984) (entered into force of law June 26, 1987; For the U.S., April 18, 1988. (Convention against Torture or Convention that was approved by the U.S.).

Mr. President, please keep in mind of the millions of prisoners that can return to the community as a productive citizen. The prison system is not a business enterprise that secures jobs for the middle class of America.

Letter to the Governor

Dear Gov. Patrick:

I am writing to respectfully request your assistance or perhaps ask you who else I should contact to assist me with the following:

For the past several weeks, all we have heard about on the news is “the economic crisis” and how the Governor needs to cut the budget for community programs. However, as all of this is taking place, the DOC is continually abusing their powers and wasting millions of dollars without any concern about the public and/or the economic crisis. Not to mention hiring another graduating class of cadets as C.O.’s

The purpose of this letter is to point out how the DOC has a number of Rec. Officers here at Old Colony getting paid for doing nothing. In particular, one of the Rec. officers comes to work to use state property to work on his own personal affairs for a team he is coaching out on the street. When you see him here, he may well appear busy, but all he is doing, is for that team. Is this what the DOC is supposed to pay him for?

For the past several months I have been complaining about the Rec. Officers not doing their jobs. I also requested that a Rec. Officer open the library from 1:30 P.M. to 3:30 P.M. instead of only 1:30 to 2:30 (sometimes from 2:00 to 2:30) on Saturday and Sundays and/or whenever the librarian is not working. I made this request because, after closing the library at 2:30 the Rec. Officers either stay in the empty library or return to the gym, which is closed to the general population at the time. Therefore, sitting alone in the gym waiting for his shift to end.
During my conversation with the Grievance Coordinator, I conveyed to him that all the Rec, Officers do is place the sports equipment outdoors and then return to the gym, which is closed to the population. All the sports activities are run by inmates and Rec. Officers are never present during sports activities to supervise the event.

The Grievance Coordinator denied the grievance, and the superintendent also denied my appeal, claiming that they did not have the staff available to open the library for the two hours. I also appealed to the Dept. of Grievance Manager Ms. Ladoucer who did not understand the issue or perhaps decided not to understand. The main issue here, however, is that the Rec. Officers are not doing their jobs. The Grievance Coordinator, the Superintendent, and now the Dept. Grievance Manager claims that the reason why Rec. Officers are not doing their jobs or open the library until 3:30 is because they need more staff. As of right now, they have 2 Rec. Officers playing cards on the computer or listening to a Red Sox or any other game on the radio. If there are 2 Rec. Officers in the gym doing nothing, why are they claiming that they need more Officers? These officers should be executing their duty.
There have been times when a CO opened the gym; one Co. There are cameras in the gym, yet not in the office, where the Rec. Officers spend 40 hours a week playing cards on the computer and listen to sports on the radio. However, if one CO can open the gym, why do they need two Rec. Officers to so the same job?

There are men in prison, perhaps because they stole a few hundred dollars to be able to feed their families. Here, there are Rec. Officers stealing a paycheck every week, equal to about $75,000 a year and no one is doing anything about it. Who is the bigger thief, the one who stole a couple of hundred dollars or the one who is stealing $75,000 a year? Perhaps it is not criminal if you belong to a union and are represented by the union president Steve Kenneway. These practices amount to fraud and extortion, criminal in action.

I recall that in 2002 there was some discussion about getting rid of the Rec. Officers. However, they kept their jobs because they claimed that they did more than just recreation; that they also worked with programs and in the library. Somehow, they all kept their jobs and we saw them walking the yard, watching the games as well as being involved in organizing sports activities, then. However, all of that has fallen away, Rec. Officers no longer walk the yard supervising sport activities; not do Rec. Officers visit or work with inmate run programs.
Please be advised that I chair the Spanish United Project here at OCCC. The Spanish United Project is a program that focuses on self rehabilitation. We help individuals focus their energies on something positive instead of negative; to find alternatives to violence and help them not return to prison. Unfortunately, the administration here is preventing us from obtaining the tools necessary to reach our goals. For example, the Director of Treatment has promised us educational material, videos and guest speakers since April of last year. To date, we still have not received any of the above. We also requested to be allowed to issue certificated as an annual award to those men who did presentations for the Spanish United Project. The purpose of the certificate is to motivate others to do the same, and have more men seeking rehabilitation. However, in addition to the fact that the Spanish United Project never received what was promised, the issuance of certificates was denied because they claim that they did not witness the presentation by the inmates. Now, according to the hand book, as well as the sign in sheet, this program must be supervised by a Rec. Officer. Yet, we have been denied the ability to issue certificates because no Rec. Officer supervised the program. Who is monitoring these programs effectively?

I presented ample evidence to the Grievance Coordinator, demonstrating that the Rec. Officers here at OCCC are not performing their duties. I am sure that if you asked them or even the Program Coordinator, they will claim that they do a lot for us. But what is put on paper is not what happens in practice. There is a “code of silence” among the officers that allows this abuse of power to continue.
It is sad to see in the news how important job are bring cut while Rec. Officers in the DOC are getting paid around $75,000 a year to be reading magazines and conducting personal affairs or talking on the phone while they are supposed to be working.

In addition, knowing that the institution is overcrowded the DOC has not addressed the issues that come with increasing the population. As the population increases, medical services, education programs, recreation and cleaning supplies decrease. CO’s are already adequate. In fact, Ma. has the second highest CO/inmate ratio. There is no need for the new hires.

There has been a shortage of teaching staff for computer training, welding, HVAC, and culinary arts. The only position that was re-filled was the culinary arts program. We all know the reason why culinary arts was re-opened in such a short time was because the staff eats the prepared food. So, how come computer, welding and HVAC programs did not get re-opened like culinary arts did? Answer, they do not benefit the staff. This is not a social club for CO’s.

The instructor for welding has been gone for the past 3 years on medical leave. We have been informed that he cannot be replaced because he is still getting paid. However, everyone knows that he is not coming back because he has terminal cancer.

The bottom line is we are in prison because we committed a wrongdoing in the community. We will return to the same community angrier and more unprepared and uneducated than when we came in. The DOC is paying staff members and claiming that they are helping us with our rehabilitation. But the fact is they are not. Programs that the DOC is claiming they have and are getting funds for are closed. The Director of Treatment walks around giving empty promises month after month, Rec. Officers hide in their office working on their personal affairs, playing cards on the computer, and listening to sports on the radio. Programs that are run by inmates are getting full of participants but no help from the administration. However, empty promises are increasing.

A few years ago, an individual (Daniel Tavares) was released from prison and went to Washington and killed 2 innocent people. How many Daniel Tavares do you need in the community to realize that prisoners are getting out angrier, uneducated and unprepared than when they came in due to the treatment they received in prison? If you take a person and place him in prison and treat him like an animal for 5, 10, 15, or 20 years how can you expect him to behave upon release? I am sure that the DOC staff will not care because, of course, they need to secure their jobs.

Please be advised that I am not asking for anything extra, all I am asking for is what the DOC is claiming they are already providing us, but are not. I need your assistance to hold the DOC accountable and keep our community safer.
